a. Recordings should be captured from a single, stationary camera position at an appropriate distance.

For piano performances, the camera should be angled from the right side to ensure that the performer’s

hands, face, and feet are clearly visible.

b. Contestants are not required to provide self-introductions, and the video must not include any subtitles

or on-screen text that discloses the contestant’s personal information or the location of the recording.

c. Videos must not be edited in any way. Any editing will result in disqualification. For the professional

category, both pieces must be performed consecutively in a single, unedited video. The video quality and

audio clarity are critical factors that will influence the competition outcome.

d. Contestants are expected to be dressed in formal attire and maintain a neat and tidy appearance

during the video recording.

The competition will award First Prize, Second Prize, Third Prize, and Merit Award, with the winners of

the First and Second Prizes advancing to the Regional Finals.

For the online preliminary round, winners will receive electronic certificates of achievement

awarded by the Washington Rachmaninoff Musicians Association. The live preliminary round will

award paper certificates and medals.
